NLP is a cultural agency under the National Commission for Culture
and the Arts (NCCA) of the Office of the President that caters frontline
services to the public. It has dual function, as a national library and as
a public library.

As a national library, it serves as a repository of the printed and
recorded cultural heritage of the country and other intellectual,
literary and information sources and providing access to these
resources for our people’s intellectual growth, citizenship building,
lifelong learning and enlightenment.

As a public library, the NLP establishes, develops and maintains in
cooperation with LGU executives, a system of public libraries and
information centers nationwide. Being the central node of the public
library system, it provides the books and other materials to affiliated
libraries nationwide, install hardware and software and train the
librarians to hone their skills and update them on the development
and trends in the library profession.
