d) special emphasis is given to build up a complete collection of maps relevant to Sri Lanka.
e) the library commenced building up a collection of Drama Manuscripts in 1995.
f) Building of intangible Cultural Heritage (ICH) is promoted by UNESCO as a counterpart of
the World Heritage which focuses mainly on the aspects of culture.
g) building a collection National Library Publications started.
