The work “Mahbub al-qulub” (“Beloved
of Hearts”), which is the last exemplary
work of Alisher Navoi, which consists of
three parts. The manuscript was
rewritten by the calligrapher Khaliknazar
Khalifa ibn Usta Kurban in 1239/1823. 



Phase preserving

Manuscripts and rare publications are stored in a library with 
stable temperature and humidity. Conditions are monitored 
and controlled automatically. For this purpose, the funds are 
equipped with special equipment. Funds of printed 
publications and materials are placed on shelves depending 
on their type and size in accordance with GOST 7.50-2002 
“Preservation of documents. General requirements".
